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This graph shows the ratio of cinemas where visitors can see
Japanese films only, English films only and both Japanese and English films.
We can see that more and more cinemas started showing both Japanese and
English films since 2000. The number of cinemas showing both films in 2008
is six times as large as 1992. On the contrary, cinemas showing either
Japanese or English films have been less popular these days. This is because

people are likely to choose cinemas where various kinds of films can be seen.
